Key responsibilities will include;

· Taking part in the planning and assisting in all stock counts and audits of inventory.

· Ensuring any stock that requires quarantining is done so in a timely manner. 

· Ensuring the Warehouse Team is complying with H&S legislation.

· Completion of accurate paperwork providing a robust audit trail through the Warehouse.

· Utilising all space within the Warehouse efficiently. 

· Ensuring picks are sent to Factory on time in full in were possible.
